It was called the world's "most popular illegal site" by the Motion Picture Association of America (MPAA) in March 2018,[3][6] before being shut down a few weeks later on foot of
a criminal investigation by the Vietnamese authorities.[7] As of July 2022[update], the network is still active via clone sites. Development GoMovies logo The site went through several name changes after being shut down from different domains; sometimes the name appeared as "123Movies", and other times as "123movies". The original name, and

media9Now 9Go! is an Australian free-to-air digital television multichannel, which was launched by the Nine Network on 9 August 2009.[2][3] It is a youthful channel that offers a mix of comedy, reality, general entertainment, movies, animation and drama aimed at people between the ages of 4 to 18.[4] History 2009: Origins and launch The general
concept for GO! was revealed on 23 March 2009, with the Nine Network announcing their intention to start a standard-definition variety-based multichannel, launched midway through 2009. The channel's name and branding was first revealed as GO!99 on 14 April 2009 by TV Tonight, a blog dedicated to Australian television.[5] The channel's final
name was confirmed by the Nine Network via A Current Affair as GO! on 15 July 2009,[6] as well as multi-coloured logo variations.[2][6] The channel went to air at 1:00 pm on 5 August 2009, broadcasting a promo loop. GO! officially began broadcasting scheduled programming from 9 August 2009 at 6:30 pm with a 1-minute promo featuring the song
"Go!" by Sydney based sound house group Noise International featuring vocals by Sharon Muscat.[7][8] It was then followed by an episode of Wipeout, the first programme to air on the new channel.[9] Darwin received the channel in October 2010 (over a year after other capital cities started transmitting the multi channel). From December 2010,
Nine Network affiliate Imparja Television commenced transmission of the GO! channel to viewers in remote areas of Central, Northern and Eastern Australia,[10] before expanding to Eastern South Australia on 11 November 2011. There have been reports that GO!'s technical launch had caused a significant number of digital TV receivers to no longer
pick up Nine's digital channels. In response, Nine established a helpline for viewers experiencing problems or requiring assistance to tune in to the new channel.[11] On 24 November 2009, the channel launched via Foxtel Cable on channel 129.[12] After major demands for the channel's theme song (which was written specifically for the channel,
going as far as remixes of the 1-minute cut being played in clubs), it was released independently by Noise International on 4 December 2009,[13] having promised a month earlier.[7] A music video was also produced (notable for the usage of neon dancers), which was regularly shown as a filler on the channel.[14] 2010-2014 GO! celebrated its first
birthday in 2010 by playing movies every night at 10pm during the month of August 2010. GO! also played a mini clip during the commercial breaks thanking everyone for watching GO!.[15] In September 2010, GO! aired a promo promoting new shows using the song All Eyes on Me by Sammy Small, licensed from Extreme Music.[16] GO! introduced
Newsbursts, a news-break filler program in 2010. Presented by Sophie Walsh, these would usually feature a few breaking news stories and the weather. These were later dropped in 2011, replaced by repeats of Nine Newsbreak.[17] GO! received a new on-air presentation for 2011. GO! also played a mini clip after programs during Summer
2010/2011, featuring the song "Hello" by The Potbelleez, using the slogan "Let's GO! 2011" to promote new shows airing on the channel.[18] This presentation remained (mostly) unchanged for the next few years. 2014-2016: Rebrand and refocus On 26 November 2015, the Nine Network introduced a network-wide rebrand of all of its digital channels
with GO! being renamed 9Go!.[19] Additionally, 9Go! was moved to channel 93, but a simulcast currently remains available on channel 99.[20] Later, 9Go!'s on-air theme was changed for a continuous design across all of its channels. This included a new look for program listings, program advertisements and promos and introduced the in program
classifications. 2016-present: Regional media shakeup and beyond Nine announced that it had signed a new affiliation deal with Southern Cross Austereo on 29 April 2016, replacing WIN Television as the primary Nine affiliate starting 1 July 2016.[21] Consequently, 9Go! was broadcast by Southern Cross into Regional Queensland, Southern
NSW/ACT and Regional Victoria on channel 53, also on TDT in Tasmania on channel 53.[22][23] On 12 December 2016, 9Go!'s daytime schedule was mostly reformatted into a children's programming block branded Go! Kids.[24] Children's programming aired from 6am to 6pm on 9Go! in addition to being available via streaming on the 9Now service,
with regular programming broadcast outside of those hours.[25] In late 2019, the Go! Kids block was no longer in this network because the cancellation of Kids' WB and their long-running output deal with Warner Bros, but remained online instead. Nine announced that WIN Television has returned as the primary Nine regional affiliate from 2021.
Consequently 9Go! got bumped up to channel 82. Programming Original plans for 9Go! suggested it would consist of a mix of entertainment and lifestyle programming (this rule wasn't featured until the launch of future Female-oriented HD channel 9Gem in 2010).[26][27] However, this branding was replaced by a youth-orientated light-entertainment

Programming The channel targets a broad range of viewers, broadcasting programs from Australia, New Zealand, the United Kingdom, Canada, and the United States, and complementing existing programming on Nine and 9Go!. Programs aired on the channel are female-skewed, but also range
from a mix of genres, including crime, lifestyle, drama, classic sitcoms, comedies, live sport and repeated high definition or silver screen films. programming is generally not carried on 9Gem, but it has previously aired Nine News at 7 from August to October 2013. The bulletin was launched in response to the launch of Seven News at 7.00 on 7Two. On previous occasions, 9Gem aired replays of Nine's Newsbreak that air on the main Nine channel and from 9Go!. Sports 9Gem has also aired
live sporting broadcasts in various markets including various Rugby Union World Cup matches in 2011, as well as portions of Nine's Cricket telecast (whilst the 6:00 pm news airs on the main Nine channel). Since 2012, 9Gem has televised live National Rugby League (NRL) matches into Victoria, Western Australia, South Australia and Tasmania,[9]
therefore putting it head-to-head with Seven/7mate's live Australian Football League (AFL) coverage in those states, and eliminating the need for Melbourne Storm fans, especially in Victoria, to have to wait until after midnight to watch their local team play (occasionally, Channel Nine Melbourne will televise Melbourne Storm matches in these
timeslots on the main Nine channel, rather than 9Gem).[10] Starting in Round 4 of the 2014 NRL season, for yet unexplained reasons 9Gem stopped showing the NRL on Friday nights and Sunday afternoons live into Adelaide, with the coverage for all games on Nine reverting to the after midnight 'graveyard shift'. As the change was unannounced
and in Adelaide only (the rest of South Australia still receives the live coverage), this has angered many fans in the city, both South Australians and those who have re-located from NSW or Qld. In 2011, Nine also showed both matches of the Bledisloe Cup live on 9Gem into Victoria, Western Australia, South Australia and Tasmania whilst in New South
Wales and Queensland it was live on Nine. 9Gem simulcast Nine's coverage of the 2012 London Olympic Games live in High Definition, with the exception of Friday nights between 7.30-9.30pm where NRL was telecast nationally. On rare occasions, Nine's Newsbreaks were also occasionally simulcast in HD with the main channel, while 9Gem is off
air. 9Gem broadcast the 2013 Ashes series for the first time on Australian television in HD. The broadcasts were hosted from Nine's Sydney studios by Tim Gilbert and former Australian captain Mark Taylor, with pictures and commentary provided by host broadcaster Sky Sports. During Gem's telecast of The Ashes, the NRL was shown on sister
channel 9Go! in Melbourne, Adelaide, Perth and Tasmania on Friday nights when the cricket was scheduled. 9Gem showed all matches of the 2015 World Club Series. 9Gem also broadcast every match of the 2015 Ashes series from the United Kingdom. In 2015 9Gem broadcast 17 matches of the 2015 Rugby World Cup including every Wallabies
match and all the finals. 2013 until 2015 9Gem has broadcast cricket matches of the Matador BBQs One-Day Cup. In late 2015 9Gem also started to show 1 weekly NBL game on Sunday Afternoons, being hosted by Bill Baxter. From February 2017, 9Gem will broadcast a Saturday Night double-header of Suncorp Super Netball. It will also televise
every Australian Diamonds netball international fixture. Following the channel's rebrand as "9Gem" on 26 November 2015, the channel received a completely new logo, with its appearance inspired by sister channel 9Go!'s

replace its timeshift channel Extra 2.[1] 9Life began being included in the official OzTAM ratings on 1 December 2015, where it recorded a 2.3% primetime share, nearly double that of sister channel 9Gem, which has been the biggest channel launch since 9Go! in 2009.[3] NBN Television announced on 16 February 2016 on their website that they
would carry 9Life from 1 March 2016 on channel 84.[4] Regional affiliate WIN Television announced on 10 February 2016 it would launch 9Life in the coming months.[5] It was later confirmed the channel would launch on 1 March 2016 on channel 84.[6] Four WIN regions were excluded from the 1 March launch date. Griffith, Tasmania, and Eastern
South Australia did not receive the channel until 2 March 2016 due to technical issues.[7][8] In addition, the Regional WA station did not launch the channel until 10 March 2016.[7][9] On 29 April 2016, Nine announced that it had signed a new affiliation deal with Southern Cross Austereo, dumping WIN Television as its primary affiliate starting 1
July 2016.[10] Upon the switchover, 9Life became unavailable as WIN ceased broadcasting it and Southern Cross did not have the technical equipment to broadcast the channel. Three months later, the channel recommenced broadcasting in the Regional Queensland, Southern NSW/ACT and Regional Victoria markets on channel 54 on 17 July 2016.
[11][12] This left Regional WA, Tasmania, Mildura and Griffith without the service. In 2017, 9Life began broadcasting in Darwin via Nine's O&O station, NTD. On 30 September 2018, 9Life recommenced broadcasting to Tasmania, this time via TDT Tasmania,[13] and it became available to the Spencer Gulf/Broken Hill region (via GTS/BKN) for the
first time. On 12 March 2021, Nine announced that it would return to WIN Television as its regional affiliate in most markets beginning on 1 July 2021, in a deal that will last at least seven years. definition digital television viewers in metropolitan and regional areas through a number of owned-and-operated and affiliate stations. Originally 9HD only simulcast blocks of programming from the Nine Network, and in 2008 it added time-shifted news, movies, drama and entertainment programs.[1] Following the launch of 9Go! in August 2009, 9HD
reverted to a HD simulcast of the Nine Network.[3] The channel was replaced completely in 2010 and the space occupied by the newly launched multichannel 9Gem. Following the government's decision to remove the SD Primary Channel limitations, the channel returned as a HD simulcast on channel 90 on 26 November 2015.[4] History Origins
Digital broadcasting proposals in the 1990s always envisioned[5] a high-definition service for each network, and to that end, Nine Network was allocated its own entire DVB-T multiplex. However, late amendments to the Broadcasting Services Act 1992 added a mandate for simulcasting in standard definition, while still promoting high definition
through the use of a quota in 2003, requiring a minimum number of hours of native HDTV content. From the launch of digital TV on 01/01/01, the Nine Network's high definition service, a simulcast of its standard definition and analogue services, was heavily simulcasting Nine's standard definition content upconverted to HD. From 2002, this was
interspersed with a loop of high definition demonstration material during business hours, for viewing in the showrooms of television retailers, at the conclusion of an equivalent service by Network Ten. 2002 saw the first revenue-generating broadcast in native HD in Australia, with the drama Judging Amy.[6] Nine increased its native HD output in the
lead-up to the commencement of the HD quota on July 1, 2003, from which point it broadcast a minimum of 1,040 hours of native HD content per year. The largest portion of this was The Today Show. Breakaway era 9HD was officially announced as a part-time (or "breakaway") multichannel on 27 September 2007, to replace the Nine Network's
existing high definition simulcast service through the use of an amendment to the Broadcasting Services Act 1992 in 2006. The Broadcasting Legislation Amendment (Digital television) Act 2006 permitted television networks to launch digital multichannels, provided that they are broadcast exclusively in high definition.[7] Although originally expected
to be the first free-to-air commercial television channel introduced to metropolitan areas since 1988,[8] the surprise launch of rival Seven HD, on 15 October 2007, one month before transmissions were scheduled to begin[9] meant that 9HD was not the first high definition multichannel in Australia. Following this, plans for a November launch in 2007
were postponed until 2008. On 10 March 2008, PBL Media announced that it would launch the channel on 17 March 2008 at 10:30pm, with its first program, Nightline.[1][10] Opening night The re-branded 9HD officially commenced transmission on 17 March 2008 from PBL Media's four metropolitan owned-and-operated stations, TCN Sydney, GTV
Melbourne, QTQ Brisbane and NTD Darwin, in addition to WIN Corporation's two metropolitan stations NWS Adelaide, and STW Perth as well as on its regional stations RTQ Queensland, WIN southern New South Wales, VIV Victoria, and TVT Tasmania.[1] The first official program on launch night began at 10:30pm, Nine News's late-night news
program Nightline.[1] This was followed by military drama E-Ring at 11:00pm, with the movie Unanswered Questions marking the end of the first night of exclusive transmission for 9HD after its conclusion at 2am. Full simulcast and launch of 9Gem All 9HD breakaway programming ceased transmission on Sunday 2 August 2009[3] in preparation for
the launch of GO! (now 9Go!) on 9 August. As a result, 9HD was reverted to an HD simulcast of Nine's main channel. 9HD was replaced by the GEM (now 9Gem) multichannel on 26 September 2010, which unlike the previous incarnation, was a full-time breakaway and branded separately (with one exception being the London Olympics). This removed
the HD simulcast of Channel Nine entirely to allow a third channel to fit on Nine's DVB-T multiplex (due to technical and regulatory limitations). As a result, Nine lost the majority of its youth, news and comedy content in HD, but also screened female, crime and lifestyle content on its only HD facility. For the purposes of some sport such as cricket,
GEM was still used on an occasional basis to broadcast HD under the Wide World of Sports brand, though not necessarily as a simulcast with Nine. As such, this was generally limited to events outside of prime time, while those with more prominence continued to be shown on the Nine Network. 2015 revival On 26 November 2015, Nine recommenced
simulcasting in HD on channel 90. As a result, 9Gem was moved to channel 92 and reduced to standard definition. This revival marked 9HD's switch to H.264/MPEG-4 AVC broadcasting, allowing the broadcaster to operate at full quality in 1920x1080i50 resolution using a lower bitrate than in 2007. This gives the network the ability to provide all the
other multichannel services launched since 2009, such as 9Go!, at the same time. Programming Further information: List of programs broadcast by Nine Network Other than during the 2008-2010 period of 9HD as a breakaway service, the channel has been a broadcast of simulcast content from Nine's main channel 'Nine' in high definition. However,
in the 2008-2010 period, exclusive breakaway programming was broadcast for several hours a day, usually from 10.30pm til around 2am the next morning most nights of the week. During other hours, 9HD remained a simulcast of Nine. In May 2009, in addition to late night breakaways, 9HD marked changes to its daytime schedule with the addition
of breakaway programs between 11am and 4.30pm. The new-look daytime schedule featured a midday movie and repeats of Bewitched and I Dream of Jeannie. Exclusive programming which aired during breakaways on the channel included Comedy Inc. (reruns only), E-Ring, The Mountain, Related, Invasion, Four Kings, The Comeback, Big Day,
Twenty Good Years, Hot Properties, Happy Hour, Kidnapped, Notes from the Underbelly and a few episodes of Justice. 9HD also broadcast most of Nine Melbourne's football-themed programming, notably Footy Classified and the AFL version of The Footy Show to a national audience. Availability Original channel In its former inception, 9HD was
available in 1080i50 high definition through Nine's owned-and-operated stations, TCN Sydney, GTV Melbourne, QTQ Brisbane, NWS Adelaide, STW Perth, NTD Darwin and NBN Northern New South Wales. 9HD programming was also carried via WIN Corporation's regional stations RTQ Queensland, WIN Southern New South Wales, VIV Victoria and
TVT Tasmania as "WIN HD". 9HD was not carried by regional affiliates Southern Cross in Spencer Gulf & Broken Hill or Imparja Television. Revival channel Upon its revival on 26 November 2015, 9HD returned to 1080i50 high definition, but was broadcast in MPEG-4 format as opposed to the standard MPEG-2 format. 9HD covered all Nine-owned
metropolitan stations as well as its Darwin station.[4] Nine's regional station NBN launched 9HD on 1 March 2016.[11][12] Regional affiliate WIN Television announced on 10 February 2016 it would launch its own HD simulcast in the coming months.[13] It was later confirmed the HD simulcast would be titled WIN HD and would launch on 1 March
2016.[14] Four WIN regions were excluded from the 1 March launch date. Griffith, Tasmania, and Eastern South Australia did not receive the channel until 2 March 2016 due to technical issues.[15][16] In addition, the Regional WA station did not launch the channel until 10 March 2016.[15][17] Upon the media shakeup on 1 July 2016, WIN lost its
Nine affiliation in favour of Southern Cross Austereo. As such, WIN HD switched its feed to the 10HD feed in all WIN markets.[18] Southern Cross then took over the Nine affiliation in Queensland, Southern NSW, Victoria, Spencer Gulf, SA and Broken Hill, NSW.[19][20] In these areas except Spencer Gulf, SA and Broken Hill, NSW, 9HD became
available from 1 July 2016,[21] over a month earlier from the original mid-August expectation that cited the time consumption of installing new broadcasting equipment.[22] 9HD also became available in Tasmania on 1 July 2016 when the joint venture station TDT changed its affiliation from Ten to Nine. As of 2021, no plans were announced yet in
launching the channel in Remote Central & Eastern Australia. As WIN re-affiliated to Nine on 1 July 2021, WIN HD now uses 9HD'’s feed. Identity Originally the logo was only displayed in place of the standard Nine Network logo when native HD programming replaced upscaled material, and switched from "HDTV" to "HIGH DEFINITION" in 2003.
When the network dropped the dots from their logo, a more custom design was deployed. When 9HD's breakaway service was launched in 2008, the logo became a permanent fixture even on upscaled material, and used the Nine Network's nine dot logo with "HD" in a circle beside the numeral 9. The on-air look featured a dark look inside one of the
3D discs used in the 2008 logo. The slogan accompanying 9HD promotions was "You're Watching 9HD", which was replaced by " Choose Nine" and "Welcome Home", the same slogan as the primary channel, after breakaway programming ceased on 2 August 2009. An updated logo introduced when broadcast recommenced on 26 November 2015,

in Australia, the Seven Network began a part-time high definition simulcast on digital channel 70 under the name 7 HD Digital. This simulcast showcased native high definition content alongside standard definition services on Seven. During the times that native high definition content was unavailable for simulcasting, a promo loop that showcased
extracts from a variety of Seven's programs was broadcast.[6] Breakaway era 7HD was officially announced on 15 September 2007, with Seven West Media announcing their intention to start a high definition multichannel, that was initially expected to launch in December 2007.[7] However, 7HD became the first free-to-air commercial television
channel introduced to metropolitan areas since 1988, when it launched prior on 15 October 2007, with 25th Hour being the first program broadcast at 10:30 pm.[1] The channel replaced Seven's existing high definition service 7 HD Digital, a part-time simulcast of its standard definition and analogue services. Due to an amendment of the
Broadcasting Services Act 1992 in 2006 - the Broadcasting Legislation Amendment (Digital television) Act 2006 - television networks were permitted to launch digital multichannels, provided that they are broadcast exclusively in high definition.[8] The channel expanded its broadcast schedule on 10 December 2007 to include daytime programming
which had previously been a full simulcast of the main channel. 7HD breakaway programming ceased transmission on Sunday 4 October 2009 in preparation for the launch of 7TWO a few weeks later on 1 November. 7HD then returned to being a full high definition simulcast of Seven, before finally being replaced by 7mate on 25 September 2010.
2016 revival On 10 May 2016, 7HD returned as a high definition simulcast on channel 70. However, Melbourne and Adelaide were the only cities that received 7HD as a simulcast of Seven's primary channel on that date; Sydney, Brisbane and Perth received 7HD as a simulcast of 7mate. This is so that upcoming AFL matches can be shown in HD in all
markets.[2][3] In order to allow the 2016 Summer Olympics to be broadcast in high definition in all capital cities, 7HD was temporarily changed to a simulcast of Seven's primary channel in Sydney, Brisbane and Perth on 5 August 2016. However, it was reverted to a 7mate simulcast in those markets on 22 August 2016, following the conclusion of the
Olympics.[9] On 16 December 2016, 7HD switched from simulcasting 7mate to simulcasting Seven's primary channel in Sydney, Brisbane and Perth to allow the 2017 Australian Open tennis to be simulcast in high definition in all metropolitan markets.[4] This change was not reverted and 7HD remained a simulcast of Seven in all capital cities.
However, in order to broadcast AFL matches featured on 7mate in HD, Seven would use breakaway programming to show AFL matches in HD while keeping 7HD as a simulcast of Seven.[5] In early 2020, following the relaunch of 7mate HD on Channel 74, 7HD continued broadcasting as a HD Simulcast of Channel Seven in all metropolitan markets.
Programming Further information: List of programs broadcast by Seven Network During its time of breakaway broadcasting, 7HD broadcast a range of programming, with exclusive transmissions on weekday and weekend afternoons as well as late on weeknights, and for some time there was breakaway programming in prime-time on Saturdays and
Sundays. Up to seven hours of exclusive programming was broadcast daily. Weekday afternoon programming included repeats of locally produced lifestyle programming, such as The Great Outdoors, New Idea TV, as well as movies and Disney cartoons such as Kim Possible, American Dragon: Jake Long, and My Friends Tigger & Pooh. In the late
evenings a mixture of exclusive series, movies and encore screenings of series were broadcast. Late-night series broadcast included This is Your Laugh, Lost, Scrubs, That '70s Show, The Grid, Urban Legends, Final 24, Dateline NBC, 5ive Days to Midnight, A Country Practice, and classic episodes of Deal or No Deal as well as late movies and encores
of other series shown on Channel Seven. The only two series exclusively made for 7HD were The NightCap and This is Your Laugh. The NightCap was broadcast exclusively on 7HD on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 10.30pm until its axing during the Easter non-ratings break of 2008. Availability Original channel In its former inception, 7HD was available
Seven's owned-and-operated stations, ATN Sydney, HSV Melbourne, BTQ Brisbane, SAS Adelaide, TVW Perth and STQ Queensland. Regional affiliate Prime Television also carried their own HD simulcast, Prime HD, on its owned-and-operated stations, AMV Victoria, NEN Northern New South Wales and CBN Southern New South Wales/Australian
Capital Territory. Southern Cross Television's Seven-affiliated stations carried their own HD simulcast, Southern Cross HD, on TNT Tasmania and TND Darwin. Southern Cross' other stations GTS/BKN Spencer Gulf/Broken Hill and QQQ Eastern & Central Australia, as well as Golden West Network (owned by Prime) did not carry a HD simulcast.
Revival channel Upon its revival on 10 May 2016, 7HD returned to 1080i high definition, but was broadcast in MPEG-4 format as opposed to the standard MPEG-2 format. Seven-owned stations and affiliates downgrade 7mate from HD to standard definition upon the launch of their respective main channel's HD simulcast. 7HD initially launched as a
simulcast of Seven's primary channel in Melbourne and Adelaide only, with Sydney, Brisbane and Perth receiving a HD simulcast of 7mate.[2][3] 7HD later became a simulcast of Seven's primary channel in Sydney, Brisbane and Perth with breakaway programming used to broadcast 7mate's AFL matches in HD.[5] The Seven-owned STQ Queensland
transmitters did not carry 7HD in any form until 26 November 2018, where it is currently available in MPEG-2 format. Southern Cross Seven announced in March 2017 that its Seven affiliated station TNT Tasmania would have a high definition simulcast, Southern Cross HD, launched in time for the first match of the 2017 AFL season later that month.

On 16 September 2020, Network 10 moved 10 HD to digital channels 1 and 15 following the addition of 10 Shake from 27 September 2020. To make room for this, 10 Bold's HD feed closed down and 10 Bold was reduced
to two standard definition (SD) feeds.[2][3] History Origins From 2002, this was interspersed with a loop of high definition demonstration material during business hours, for viewing in the showrooms of television retailers, at the conclusion of an equivalent service by Network Ten. Breakaway era Ten HD was officially announced on 14 September
2007, to replace Network Ten's existing high definition service, a simulcast of its standard definition and analogue services, through the use of an amendment to the Broadcasting Services Act 1992 in 2006. The Broadcasting Legislation Amendment (Digital Television) Act 2006 permitted television networks to launch digital multichannels, provided
that they are broadcast exclusively in high definition.[4] Although originally expected to be the first free-to-air commercial television channel introduced to metropolitan areas since 1988,[5] the surprise launch of Seven Media Group's HD offering, 7HD, on 15 October 2007, two months before transmissions were scheduled to begin,[6] meant that Ten
HD was launched as the second high-definition multichannel in Australia. PBL. Media announced the creation of a similar multichannel, 9HD, on 27 September,[7] which was launched on 17 March 2008. Ten's parent company, and shareholder in metropolitan ratings system OzTAM, Ten Network Holdings Limited, began discussions with the ratings
system operator to have digital multichannels, such as 10HD and ABC TV Plus, included in television ratings for the first time on 17 September 2007.[8] As well as this, on the same day, it was announced that the national weekend editions of 10 News First would be timeshifted from 10 onto Ten HD, an hour delayed at 6 pm, to directly compete with
Seven News and Nine News. This would have seen 10 News First formally broadcast at 6 pm for the first time since 1992,[9] however, the timeslot was later amended to 5.30 pm. In preparation for the launch of 10 HD, Ten's digital terrestrial channel line-up was updated on 19 November 2007, with changes consisting of LCN1 redirecting Network
10's current high-definition simulcast.[10] Following this, on 21 November 2007, Ten Network Holdings Limited announced that it would launch the channel on 16 December 2007 at 5.00 pm, with the first program, Totally Wild.[11] Opening night Ten HD officially commenced transmission on 16 December 2007 from the network's five metropolitan
owned-and-operated stations in Sydney, Melbourne, Brisbane, Adelaide, and Perth.[5] Prior to the official launch, at 5.00 pm the first program, Totally Wild, was broadcast. Following this, for the first time since 1992,[9] 10 News First and Sports Tonight were broadcast in direct competition with Seven News and Nine News, timeshifted by thirty
minutes to 5.30 pm and 6.00 pm respectively.[12] The first official program on launch night began at 8.30 pm, the 2001 movie Black Hawk Down.[12] This was followed by Bon Jovi's Lost Highway Tour at 11.30 pm and Video Hits Presents: The Music of Supernatural at 12.25 am. Video Hits Up-Late marked the end of the first night of transmission for
10HD at 12.50 am.[13] In the lead-up to the opening night, the channel promised up to eleven hours of time-shifted programming from Ten in addition to fifty hours of exclusive programming, which included live sport, entertainment, films, documentaries, science fiction and news.[1][5] This consisted of six movies per week, in addition to National
Geographic documentaries in the afternoon, from 3pm to 5pm, music-oriented programming following the Sunday Night Movie, along with a primetime breakaway schedule on Thursdays and from 10.30 pm to 11.30 pm Monday to Wednesday.[13] In addition to high definition broadcasting on channel 1, a high definition simulcast of 10HD was
provided on channel 12 alongside a standard definition simulcast on channel 11 as Ten SD2.[14] Full simulcast and launch of 10 Bold From 2009, commercial networks in Australia were allowed to broadcast a standard definition subchannel. Rather than introduce a new digital service, Ten decided to relaunch Ten HD as a sports-only channel, to be
named One HD (now 10 Bold), and use its standard definition simulcast on channel 11 to broadcast a standard definition simulcast called One SD.[15] Before One HD's official launch, most breakaway programming shown on Ten HD ceased from 1 January 2009, and only showed a high-definition broadcast of the existing Ten digital service, along with
a few sports-based breakaway programs. Ten HD officially shut down on 25 March 2009, with One HD (now 10 Bold) launching the following day. 2016 revival After the Nine Network restarted broadcasting 9HD in November 2015, 10 confirmed that it was working on rebroadcasting Ten HD. However, they did not put a time frame on it, stating that
they are "working through some technical and rights issues".[16] On 11 February 2016, some smart TVs began receiving notification messages advising of 10HD through a "ghost broadcast" that soon disappeared.[17] Ten later recommenced simulcasting in high definition on 2 March 2016 on channel 13 from 3pm, in time for the 2016 season of the
Virgin Australia Supercars Championship. As a result, One was reduced to a standard definition broadcast on both channel 1 and channel 12.[2][3] Ten uses MPEG-4 technology to broadcast Ten HD.[18] Upon the regional media shakeup on 1 July 2016 where WIN Television replaced Southern Cross Austereo as Ten's primary regional affiliate
network, WIN's high definition simulcast on channel 80, WIN HD, became Ten HD's regional counterpart. NRN in Northern New South Wales carried 10HD from 21 September 2016 under Southern Cross' ownership. The station would sell off to WIN by 31 May 2017, keeping the 10 branding until playout and transmission were transferred to WIN's
MediaHub facility the following September.[19][20] Programming Further information: List of programs broadcast by Network 10 Ten HD broadcast programming consisting of news, live sporting events, entertainment, films, documentaries and science fiction. In addition to this, themed programming line-ups were broadcast on specified days,

In addition to this, high-definition documentaries from the National Geographic Channel and Granada Television screened on weekdays from 3 pm to 5 pm. News Further information: 10 News First To compete directly with Seven News and Nine News, Ten HD
broadcast local editions of Ten News, timeshifted by half an hour, on weekdays at 5.30 pm, allowing the second half of the bulletin to compete with the offerings from the other commercial networks.[12] On weekends, the national bulletin was delayed by half an hour at 5.30 pm and Sports Tonight followed at 6.00 pm. News and Morning News, 6 am and 11 am respectively. It did not simulcast Late News but instead showed exclusive programming from 10.30 pm, with a drama series and then a late movie, followed by repeats of Video Hits Up-Late specials. Sport Further information: 10 Sport 10 Sport broadcast live or near live exclusive and simulcast sporting
events on 10HD. These included NASCAR Sprint Cup Series, NASCAR Nationwide Series, Formula One, MotoGP, the NFL, the Indian Premier League,[22] the World Golf Championships, the WGC-Bridgestone Invitational, the Mission Hills World Cup and the New Zealand PGA Championship.[23] In addition to this, the Australian Football League was
simulcast on the channel, with all of Ten's games filmed in high definition.[24] Formula One Grand Prix and MotoGP races were televised on 10HD, usually on tape delay. Most of 10HD's sports content was kept after it was relaunched as 10 Bold. Availability Original channel In its former inception, Ten HD was available exclusively in 1080i high
definition from the network's five metropolitan owned-and-operated stations, TEN Sydney, ATV Melbourne, TVQ Brisbane, ADS Adelaide, and NEW Perth.[5] The breakaway programming was never available outside of the metropolitan areas, although Southern Cross Ten had planned to rebroadcast the service from mid-2009: it instead launched the
One service.[25] Foxtel added the channel to its line up for cable customers in June 2008, when the subscription television provider launched its Foxtel HD+ service.[5] Revival channel Ten HD is available exclusively in 1080i high definition. Upon its revival on 2 March 2016, Ten HD returned to 1080i50 high definition, but was broadcast in MPEG-4
format as opposed to the standard MPEG-2 format. Ten HD covers all Ten-owned metropolitan stations as well as the Gold Coast (covered by its Brisbane station).[18] It is also available to regional viewers via Southern Cross and it’s joint-ventures on channel 50 for Southern NSW, regional Victoria, regional Queensland, Tasmania, Broken Hill and
Spencer Gulf and via WIN Television and it’s joint ventures on channel 50 in Eastern SA, regional WA and Northern NSW and the Gold Coast. It was launched on 11 January 2011 as Eleven.[1] It is owned by ElevenCo, which was established as a joint venture between Ten Network Holdings
and CBS Studios International; the latter would ultimately acquire Network 10 in 2017. The channel focuses primarily on programming targeting a young adult audience, and was the current home of Neighbours—the longest-running drama series on Australian television. Prior to the launch of 10 Shake in September 2020, the channel also aired
children's programming. History Prior to the launch of the channel, Ten Network Holdings, at the time an independent company, established a joint venture company named ElevenCo with international distributor CBS Studios International.[2][3] Ten held a two-thirds equity stake in the venture, with CBS holding the remaining share. Under the
arrangement, Eleven gained access to programming from CBS's back catalogue. Ten Network Holdings entered administration in 2017 and was subsequently acquired by CBS Corporation, ultimately giving CBS full ownership of Eleven. CBS ultimately merged with Viacom, making 10 Peach a sister network to MTV and Nickelodeon. On 31 October
2018, the channel rebranded as 10 Peach, as part of a larger rebranding of Network Ten. The new name is intended to provide a clearer scope for the channel's programming; Network 10's chief content officer Beverley McGarvey described "Peach" as feeling "relaxed" and "almost a guilty pleasure" to viewers, with programmes such as Neighbours,
Supernatural, This Is Us, and Will & Grace, and would attempt to represent all that the peach fruit itself stood for.[4][5][6][7] Programming 10 Peach offers catch-up and encore presentations from Channel 10.[8][9][10] It features a mix of repeated classic programs, new shows to Australian television, and shows that would make their debut on
Australian free-to-air television. Most of the classic programming on 10 Peach comprises 80's, 90's and 2000's comedies and dramas sourced from Paramount Television, CBS Studios and CBS Studios International (via parent company Paramount Global). Some of Ten's shows aimed at a younger demographic, most notably Neighbours, were moved to
Eleven for the launch of the new channel. This was part of Ten's re-branding to target the older demographic.[11][12][13] The decision to move Neighbours and other shows was to also make way for a new current affairs show in Ten's 6:00-7:00pm timeslot.[11] In 2015 Neighbours was Eleven's highest-rating program and the number-one regular
Australian program on the digital multichannels, averaging 278,000 viewers.[8] On 27 February 2012, Toasted TV was moved from Ten to Eleven due to a number of changes to their morning line-up, which included the launch of Breakfast.[14] On 4 November 2013, more of Ten's shows including Totally Wild, Scope, Wurrawhy and Mako: Island of
Secrets moved due to the launch of Wake Up and Studio 10. Other first-run Australian content on 10 Peach includes Couch Time, The Loop and Bondi Ink Tattoo.[9][15] On 6 April 2020, a six-hour programming block of Nickelodeon children's content was added to the network, which aired under the Toasted TV branding.[16] This ran until 27
September, when children's programming was entirely moved to 10 Shake. Toasted TV was cancelled, with its final episode airing on 18 September. Shake in the near future.[7][6] But with WIN re-affiliating with the Nine Network in 2021, 10 immediately signed for a re-affiliation deal with SCA that will include carriage of that channel. On 14 September 2022, 10 Shake will launch on Foxtel. Programming 10 Shake features a mix of repeated shows from their slate of output deals, and shows that
make their debut on Australian free-to-air television. Most of its programming is sourced from the library of Network 10's parent company Paramount and its television brands from CBS, MTV, Nickelodeon, Comedy Central, and other televisions are Non-ViacomCBS.[8] Also the film brands from Paramount, DreamWorks, Warner Bros., Village
Roadshow, DC Films, New Line Cinema, and Lionsgate, but the movies come from various distributors and it won't be all from Paramount anymore. Furthermore, a number of Paramount programmes (including television brands from Viacom, CBS, MTV, Comedy Central, and Nickelodeon) will be provided to other networks of 9Go!, 9Gem, SBS
Viceland, ABC Kids, and ABC ME by contractual agreements already in place, following by the same Nickelodeon television programmes with different seasons for 9Go! and 10 Shake will be upcoming in sometime of 2022 or 2023. However, Nickelodeon, MTV and Comedy Central television programmes has been also taken over on 10 due to COVID-
19 from 2020 to the present. 10 Shake airs local Australian children's programming, including Totally Wild, Crocamole and other C-classified dramas.[9] Also locally produced for the network is short-form series Shake Takes which is inspired by social media influencers and supported by integration from sponsors such as VTech, Toyworld, Spin

Sports streamed on Paramount+ in Australia since August 2021 are also
broadcast under the 10 Sport banner. All sport events were broadcast under the One HD banner from 26 March 2009 until it ceased being a sole sports channel in early 2011. History Australian rules In 2002, Ten combined with the Nine Network to acquire free-to-air broadcast rights for the AFL, the elite Australian rules competition, displacing the
Seven Network which had held the rights for more than 40 years. Ten broadcast Saturday afternoon and Saturday night games and had exclusive rights for all finals games, the network also alternated in showing the pre-season Grand Final and Brownlow Medal count with Nine (Ten telecasted the events in 2002, 2004 and 2006) while they showed
each local state team's games that were played by WA, SA, QLD and NSW teams that were played on a Saturday. Along with the Seven Network, Ten placed a successful $780 million bid to jointly broadcast the game from 2007 to 2011.[1] Under this deal, Ten continued to broadcast the Saturday component of the competition. However, unlike the
previous deal, Ten did not hold the exclusive rights to the finals series. Instead, the networks shared the broadcasting of the finals series and alternated the broadcast of the grand final. In the years when Ten did not televise the Grand Final (2008 and 2010), it telecast the Brownlow Medal presentation and the Nab Cup Grand Final. Ten ended AFL
broadcasting at the conclusion of the 2011 season. At the end of 2011 Network Ten lost the rights to the AFL with Seven taking over the free-to-air Saturday games. Ten Sport won a Logie Award for "Most Popular Sport Program" at the 2012 TV Week Logie Awards for its telecast of the 2011 AFL Grand Final which was the last to be broadcast.
Basketball In 1992, Network 10 also used to air the National Basketball League (NBL) during the middle of the basketball boom in Australia from 1992 to 1997, but after delegating games to extremely late night time slots the network eventually ended its broadcasting. In March 2010 however, it was announced that Network 10 and digital channel
One would show NBL games for the next 5 years. Starting with 2 games per week, and raising to 5 per week in the 2014/15 season. The network also screened Boomers and Opals games. On the 19 August 2021, The NBL and Channel 10 announced a broadcast deal that would involve 10 Peach showing two games every Sunday, Starting with the
2021/22 Season. Cricket In 2013, Ten paid $100 million for exclusive rights to broadcast the Big Bash League from 2013 to 2018, marking the channel's first foray in elite domestic cricket coverage.[2] Ten previously held the broadcast rights to the Indian Premier League. Horse racing Network 10 broadcast the Melbourne Cup between 1978 and
2001, and again since 2019. For a brief period in 2019 before the Melbourne Cup, Network 10 also broadcast some International Racing meets from the United Kingdom and France. Motorsport Ten has been a long-standing broadcaster of motorsport events. It has produced the motoring show RPM to complement its coverage. In 2003, Ten started
broadcasting the Formula One World Championship after the Nine Network dropped the rights in 2002 after more than twenty years of coverage. Other series broadcast include the Supercars Championship from 1997 to 2006 and 2015 to 2020 and MotoGP since 1997. In 2017, Ten has dropped it's remaining Formula One international live races, it
will retained the broadcast rights of Formula One Australian Grand Prix live races and rest of highlights from international races of Formula One World Championship. Rugby league Ten broadcast the New South Wales Rugby League premiership from 1983 until 1991. The network was experiencing severe financial problems in the early 1990s, and it
was the New South Wales Rugby League that successfully applied to place the network in liquidation in 1991.[3] Rugby union Network 10 has broadcast the 1995, 2007 and 2019 Rugby World Cups.[4] From 2013 to 2020, 10 broadcast Wallabies test matches played in Australia and Rugby Championship matches involving the Wallabies. Soccer
Network 10 in 2007 broadcast its first soccer broadcast with the Sydney FC v LA Galaxy exhibition match. The match was broadcast on the main channel nationally in a three-hour special presentation. In 2017, Ten entered a two-year deal becoming the FTA broadcaster of the A-League and Socceroos matches. 27 matches played on Saturday Nights
were simulcasted from Fox Sports on 10 Bold along with five finals matches and Socceroos matches over the two-year period. Fox on One was a three-hour programming block produced by Fox Sports for Network 10 each Saturday night on 10 Bold. It included Back Page Live followed by the live broadcast of the Saturday Night A-League match. In
2021, Network 10 returned broadcasting soccer acquiring full broadcast rights become the home of Australian Soccer in a five-year deal. One A-League match each Saturday night will be broadcast on the main channel along with one W-League match each Sunday on 10 Bold. All A-League and W-League finals will also be broadcast live and free on
FTA. All remainder matches will be streamed on Paramount+. A separate four-year deal was also struck with Football Australia with all Socceroos and Matildas matches to be broadcast on FTA along with for the first time, the FFA Cup Final. Other FFA Cup matches will be streamed on Paramount+. Other content also acquired which will be shown on
Network 10 platforms including Under 23 friendlies, Youth national team home matches along with AFC competitions. 10 and Paramount+ also became the official broadcaster of the FA Cup. Olympic and Commonwealth Games Ten broadcast both the summer and winter Olympics in 1984 and 1988. Network 10 acquired broadcast rights to the 2014
Winter Olympics for $20 million after all three major commercial networks pulled out of bidding on rights to both the 2014 and 2016 Olympic Games due to cost concerns. The Nine Network had lost $22 million on its joint coverage of the 2012 Games with Foxtel, and the Seven Network's bid was rejected for being lower than what Nine/Foxtel had
previously paid.[5][6][7] Network 10, in joint partnership with subscription television provider Foxtel, had broadcast rights for the 2010 Commonwealth Games.[8] It also broadcast the 1994 and 2014 games. Channel 10 won praise for their broadcast of the Olympics and Commonwealth Games with many Australians hoping they return to 10 in the
near future. The channel was intended to be a female-orientated channel with an emphasis on lifestyle programming.[2] Channel 5 announced that
programming on launch would include The Ellen DeGeneres Show, Love My Way, Windfall, Angela's Eyes, and a weekday double-bill of the chat show Trisha Goddard. On 16 October 2006, a day following the channel's launch, Australian soap opera Home and Away began airing from episode 4212 (Season 19, Episode 112). New episodes are shown
Monday to Friday in a 'First Look' screening with episodes following the Channel 5 airing. Repeats of popular female-skewing dramas, both nationally and internationally produced, were soon acquired. Following the channel's launch, a time-shift version of the channel was launched in summer 2007.[3] 2008-11: Fiver Five Life was repositioned and
relaunched as Fiver in April 28, 2008 while still targeting female audiences, the channel was re-positioned with a "younger, faster, louder" concept, meant to compete with Sky Living. On-air presentation reflected this shift with a "cursor" motif, typing out words reflecting programs and current events.[4] 2011-16: 5star In 2011, the channel was re-
launched again, as 5star (stylized as 5% or 5*, pronounced "Five Star"). The new brand focused on a "fun-loving" concept, with initial acquisitions including $#*! My Dad Says, Better with You and Parenthood.[5] On 11 April 2011, 5star reduced its broadcast hours to 13:00 to 00:00, replacing the hours withdrawn with more teleshopping.[citation
needed] When some of these new programs failed to make much of an impact in the channel's ratings, several were dropped and replaced by new locally produced and acquired programming. These included the American series 8 Simple Rules, 10 Things I Hate About You, Alphas and The Lying Game.[6] In 2012, in consort with C5's acquisition of the
series, 5star began airing the Big Brother companion show Big Brother: Live from the House, which aired 60 minutes of live feed following every eviction show. In 2013, after Live from the House set ratings records for the channel, the programme was expanded to two hours nightly.[7] However, ratings were at a share below that of the channel's
average, with just 70,000 watching the first live feeds.[8] Subsequently, the live feeds were shut down and the spin-off show last aired in June 2013.[9] Also in 2013, American Idol moved to 5star from ITV2.[10] Continuing the channel's venture into reality based programming, Tallafornia was acquired from Ireland's TV3 and this was soon joined by
Bar Rescue, World's Worst Tenants and Top 20 Funniest in 2014.[11] The 5star schedule included a variety of programming, including the aforementioned reality series, as well as the first-run rights to Helix, the second-run rights to American series Falling Skies, Under the Dome and The Walking Dead, and Australian soap operas Home & Away and
Neighbours. Popular documentary series shared with C5 air throughout the daytime and primetime hours, such as The Gadget Show. The time-shift version of the channel was shut down on 3 February 2014 and replaced by C5 +24.[12] The channel returned later, launching on Freesat on 16 September 2014 and Sky in the UK and Ireland on 4
November 2014, replacing BET +1 on the platform. The addition of the channel in Ireland was an error, thus it was removed on 6 November 2014. On 11 February 2016, as part of an overall re-branding of Channel 5's networks following their acquisition by Viacom, the channel was re-branded as 5Star.[13] 2016 to date: 5Star After initially being
positioned as a younger skewing channel (in a manner similar to E4), 5Star has dropped a lot of its drama and comedy programmes from the schedules and replaced them with blocks of reality TV programming with medical shows such as Skin A&E, 999: Critical Condition and Don't Tell The Doctor showing on Thursday nights in September 2021,[14]
and nights devoted to crime and cleaning showing on other days. The channel still had a number of drama shows listed in its schedules for 2021 with imports such as Departure[15] and Wentworth: The Final Sentence[16] broadcast after the watershed and its Australian soaps still broadcast in an hour block from 6pm (though the 3pm repeat has been
replaced by episodes of Police Interceptors from Paramount Network). Also 5Star picked up the free-to-air television rights of streaming series The Act (from StarzPlay via Amazon) which increased its viewing figures on 5Star with each episode broadcast,[17][18] and Dirty John (also available on Netflix).[19] Australian soap opera Home & Away is a
programme which has episodes debuting on the channel before being repeated on Channel 5, with other channel premieres including episodes of Killer at the Crime Scene[20] and The Nightmare Neighbour Next Door, as well as a number of romcom films shown at lunchtime. 5Star have usually decided to schedule feature films each Friday, Saturday
and Sunday night, with the whole Saturday daytime schedule usually given over to family films. However, the quality of some of the films broadcast by 5Star has been picked up by Kermode and Mayo's Film Review on BBC Radio 5 Live, who have nominated many titles due to be broadcast on the channel, for their 'TV Movie So Bad it's Bad' feature on
the show.[21] On 20 October 2021, their scheduled Love at Lunchtime TV movie premiere[22][23] slot[24][25] was discontinued and replaced by back-to-back repeats of various emergency services documentaries with episodes 6[26] and 7[26] of Traffic Cops[27] replacing the already announced premiere of Love's Last Resort on that date.
Programmes debuting new episodes on the channel in November 2021 included Filthy House SOS[28][29][30] and Oxford Street 24/7,[311[32][33] while Nick Knowles' Better Homes[34] is a new show from the presenter of Channel 5's Big House Clearout[35] and Our Secret World was a new commission produced by Viacom Studios UK,[36] featuring
Babestation stars like Atlanta Moreno and Jess West enjoying their leisure time in a reality TV format. New-to-Freeview episodes of drama series The Act[37][38] (from American streaming service Hulu), are debuting weekly on 5Star at 10pm on a Thursday night before being repeated late night on 5Select a few days later.[39] From 8 November
2021, after Ofcom approved an hour-long 5 News at 5 on the main channel to fit in Eggheads[40] at 6.30pm,[41][42][43] the early evening repeat of Home and Away[44] moved to 5Star, with the Australian soap now being broadcast in an hour-long slot from 6pm, with the repeat scheduled back-to-back with the 'first look' episode (though the soap
went on its regular winter break on Monday 22 November, with the slot being used for repeats of Shoplifters & Scammers: At War with the Law and family films, until a new episode of the soap was broadcast on New Year's Eve).[45][46][47] On 4 December 2021, 5Star begin repeating season 11 of Judge Judy in the mornings, at the same time that
season 17 was seen on CBS Reality and, due to a simulcast agreement, nine Local TV channels in the UK.[48][49][50] A month later, on 4 January 2022,[51] more retro programming from the archives of ViacomCBS appeared on the network, when Zalman King's Red Shoe Diaries (originally broadcast on the American Showtime channel in 1992 and



then on Channel 5) started a repeat run in the United Kingdom on 5Star. Ratings The launch of Five Life was at the time ranked as the worst received multichannel launch for a terrestrial broadcaster, only managing to achieve a primetime share of 0.21%.[52] Following the channel's relaunch as Fiver in 2008, the all-day share for the channel has
been between 0.5-0.6%. The highest rated series airing on the channel are Home & Away, Neighbours and the weeknight showings of primetime movies. The highest rating for the channel is held by Big Brother: Live from the House, when it received just over one million viewers and an audience share of over five percent in 2013. Current

On 28 August 2007, Five US launched a timeshift channel - Five US +1 - available only on Sky.[2] On 22 January 2009, it was announced that Five US would be rebranded Five
USA on 16 February. channel Spike would be launching in the United Kingdom. These reports were confirmed in late 2014, with the channel proposed to replace Viva on Freeview.[1] The channel was operated under the auspices of Channel 5's programming director Ben Frow; of Spike's lineup, he described the service as a "driven, high-energy channel offering a point of
view and program mix I think is different from anything else on British TV right now."[1] Spike launched on 15 April 2015 on Freeview channel 31, displacing 5USA; although it was originally announced that Spike would replace Viva entirely on Freeview, Viva was instead moved to a different channel and reduced to two hours per day to conserve
bandwidth for Spike, with S5USA taking on its previous channel allotment.[2][3]1[4][5][6] Among its first programmes, the premiere of Police Interceptors Unleashed was seen by 137,000 viewers.[7] On 31 October 2017, Spike was rebranded as 5Spike to more closely associate itself with its sister channels and the Channel 5 brand. A British version of
Spike's successor in the US, Paramount Network, was launched on 4 July 2018.[8] On 7 January 2020, 5Spike was merged with Paramount Network. Programming The original British version of Paramount Network was
as a general entertainment channel showing American movies and series such as Suits and Lip Sync Battle.[24][25] In 2020, Channel 5 merged this channel with that of 5Spike, with Paramount Network becoming more of a male-skewing channel, following the lead of the original American Spike TV, which targeted a young adult male audience,
becoming Paramount Network in the United States. This second version of Paramount Network had a schedule very much in keeping with that of 5Spike, with action movies at night, westerns at lunch and programmes such as Police Interceptors and Traffic Cops running episodes back-to-back early evening. When the channel got its second rebrand
in early 2022, again no major changes were made to the schedule yet on Freeview channel 32[26] apart from the Jason Bourne spin-off Treadstone debuting on the channel. Weekends are devoted to multiple repeats of the best-rated programmes of the past seven days.[3] History The service was originally reported under the working title of 'Project Shuffle',[4] though it was announced on 8 March 2012, that the name would be '4seven'.[1] The channel was originally set to launch by
June 2012,[4] however it was subsequently reported to be launching later in the summer.[5] On 22 May 2012, it was confirmed that 4seven would launch on 4 July 2012.[6] The channel launched across all major TV platforms in the UK, with agreements in place for carriage on Freeview, Freesat, Sky, and Virgin TV.[5][7] The channel indirectly
replaced the temporary More4 +2 on Sky.[8] While on Freeview, a placeholder for 4seven appeared on channel 47 in post-digital switchover areas on 2 April 2012. A high-definition simulcast, 4seven HD, launched on 1 July 2014 on Freeview channel 111.[9] 4seven HD was added to Virgin Media in November 2016. It closed on 22 June 2020 on
Freeview to help make room on COM7 following the closure of COMS8. 4seven HD is currently exclusive to Virgin Media and Sky Glass. On 4 November 2020, the channel moved to channel 48 on Freeview as part of a move up where every channel from channel 24 to 54 on the platform moved up one place to allow BBC Four to move to channel 24 in
Scotland due to new Ofcom rules regarding certain PSB channels requiring greater prominence on EPGs. This is because the BBC Scotland channel is on channel 9 in Scotland, whilst BBC4 is on channel 9 in the rest of the UK. and operated by Channel Four Television Corporation. The original incarnation was launched on 15 August 2008, and until 29 June 2022, showed a mix of music and entertainment programming. It was a replacement of The Hits television channel. The original version of 4Music was replaced by E4 Extra, a new sister channel and extension of E4, on
29 June 2022. At the same time, 4Music was relaunched into a full-time music TV channel and replaced Box Hits, which ceased broadcasting since. [1] History 4Music began its broadcast in 2008 with an on-screen countdown which lasted for ten minutes. During the countdown, clips from popular music videos were faded through the screen, including
clips from promotions for the channel. The channel then launched at 7 pm with a promotional advert before fading into "Davina (McCall) and Steve (Jones)'s 20 Big Ones"; the first song at number 20 being "The Pretender" by Foo Fighters, and Kylie Minogue's "Can't Get You Out of My Head" at number 1. Kylie Minogue's KYLIEX2008 tour was
broadcast, and completing the launch night line-up was Big Brother Live, where Rachel Rice was given a 'favourite things party' for surviving that night's eviction. She and her chosen favourite housemate, Kathreya Kasisopa, were taken to a private room where Rachel's top 10 favourite songs were played. Live coverage of the 2008 V Festival was
shown on 16 and 17 August and highlights were shown on subsequent days. These highlights sparked complaints, however, as to the overall quality of coverage, due to the main headliners not getting their full sets played out. Despite the arguments between Davina and Steve as to whose face appeared first on the channel, the first face seen on
4Music was Kylie Minogue, introducing her live concert at 9 pm on the launch night (as they later explained). The launch also saw a new Digital on-screen graphic appear on the screen, and new idents with a woman swivelling on a chair with the channel's logo in the background. The concept for the channel's on-air presentation was similar to the
previous idea The Hits had, with a TV suddenly filling with colour throughout the room. On 2 April 2013, all Box Television channels went free-to-air on satellite, apart from 4Music which went free-to-view.[2] As a result, the channels were removed from the Sky EPG in Ireland.[3] Eventually, 4Music also went free-to-air on 7 February 2017 and
launched on Freesat, replacing The Box, but reverted to being free-to-view on 12 December 2018. On 25 January 2022, a new transmission of 4Music free-to-air on satellite began,[4] with a post from a Sky employee on the official Sky customer forums subsequently confirming that the free-to-air version would replace the FTV version on the Sky guide
from 1 February. The move back to free-to-air permitted the readdition of 4Music back to the Freesat channel guide from 1 February 2022, following soon after the restoration of the Box Plus Network's music channels and Channel 4 HD to full Freesat listing, after a period during which they had only been available via manual tune-in. On 1 March
2022, 4Music was restored to Sky in Ireland. On 25 September 2017, 4Music received an update to its on-screen graphics, revolving around four squares which extend to create the 4Music logo and animate to form the artist credit. In 2018, 4Music changed its logo to add the current Channel 4 logo to it, with '4' and '"Music' mashed up together. This
change also happened to its other channels.[5] From 16 April 2018, the channel now shows more entertainment programmes as well as archive Channel 4 programming to coincide with a change in the EPG numbers on Sky from 1 May 2018. On 4 November 2020, 4Music moved from channel 29 to 30 as part of a move up where every channel from
channel 24 to 54 on the platform moved up one place to allow BBC Four to move to channel 24 in Scotland due to new Ofcom rules regarding certain PSB channels requiring greater prominence on EPGs. This is because the BBC Scotland channel is on channel 9 in Scotland, whilst BBC Four is on channel 9 in the rest of the UK. On 26 January 2022, a
similar shuffle down of channels - to free up LCN 23 nationwide for the revived BBC Three - saw 4Music moved again, to 31 (with E4 +1 in turn taking over 30). Transmission of 4Music and other channels operated by Channel 4 was impacted by the activation of a fire suppressant system at the premises of Red Bee Media on 25 September 2021.[6]
From 27 September to 6 October 2021, 4Music simulcasted the output of The Box, in place of usual scheduled programming, with a note shown on EPGs about the technical problems.[7] The simulcast was changed to Box Hits on 7 October 2021,[8] while output from 4Music was restored on 15 October, though initially with music videos only.
Longform programming returned to the channel on 9 November,[9] beginning at 12.07pm with Couples Come Dine with Me. The last song played before longform programming resumed was "Remember" by Becky Hill and David Guetta. On 13 June 2022, Channel 4 announced that 4Music's channel slot would be replaced with E4 Extra on 29 June
2022.[10][11][12] 4Music itself would transition to Box Hits' slot, effectively replacing the network.[13] With the change, the channel transitioned back to being a full-time music channel, much like its fellow sister music channels. The final music video played on 4Music on Freeview prior to the channel transitioning to E4 Extra was "House on Fire" by
Mimi Webb at 02:57 on 29 June; following the overnight infomercial block (closing with a short 4Music sting), transmission of E4 Extra began at 07:00. On 23 August 2022, the On-Screen Graphics of 4Music were revised. The new graphics feature a larger logo, modified font and different animations when showing Artist/Song titles. Entertainment

Trending Live! - Live from Monday to Thursday from 4pm 'til 5:30pm (5pm until 1 May 2018) with Jimmy Hill, A] Odudu and Vick Hope, Trending Live was the viewer's daily dose of new music and entertainment news centred on
interaction with the audience on Twitter via the hashtag #TrendingLive and @TrendingLive & @4music accounts, and through Facebook comments. As of 18 April 2017 until 1 May 2018, Trending Live let viewers choose the music videos played in the You Select! segment from 5pm until the end of the show. Tweet To Beat - Usually shown when
Trending Live is off-air, but also for Box Plus competitions like Last Fan Standing. Two artists songs are played alternately, viewers can use the hashtags on-screen to choose their winner (e.g. #4MusicCalvin vs. #4MusicTaylor, or #BeyhiveBoxLFS vs. #SwiftiesBoxLFS for Last Fan Standing), the percentages are shown on-screen throughout and
when the vote closes the winner then gets the last song of the programme. Soon they joined in a devotional band formed by Sanil Peter, where they met Jimson James (PRESENT MEMBER OF 4 MUSICS) who brought the idea of starting a western Band named (9-1-B-C). 2003- 2007 Mid-2003 they formed the Band 9-1-B-C with 10 members and thus joined Eldhose
Alias and Justin James (brother of Jimson James) to the Band. They started off doing shows in and around Ernakulam, also performed in Kairaly channel in 2004 for the program named “CONFUSION” which marked their first television experience. Later by 2006 the band got Split as Jim and Jimson went to Ireland, Justin went to New Zealand and
Eldhose went to Bangalore for their Higher studies. During the time of Mazhathulli band members Jim-Biby-Eldhose- Justin together did the composition of all songs in the album and Lyrics of 8 out of 10 songs was done by Biby and Eldhose. That made them the thought of working together as music composers where these guys realised their outlook towards



music and future life in music. Unfortunately, they couldn't release the album which put them in a very difficult situation to move on in music. So they got split again. After completing Sound engineering and Music technology from the prestigious Windmill Lane Recording Studios/Pulse college from Ireland in 2010, Jim started NHQ studios in
Panampilly Nagar Cochin, which marked the turning point in 4 Musics life. They got a chance to perform in Asianet youth club program where the band reunited and done a few own compositions. The program director Jibin and the sound engineer Mr. Sony identified the talent in guys and recommended them to their first movie “JUZT MARRIED” in
2012 directed by Shri Sajan Johny and written by Benny Esthac. Unfortunately, the movie got released only in 2015. 2012 till 2015 was an extreme struggling stage for the guys where they themselves find very difficult again to move on. 2016- Present By the end of 2015, they got the chance to meet Antony Perumbavoor and thus opened the door to
OPPAM, Mohanlal as the central character, directed by Shri Priyadarshan under the big banner AAshirvad Cinemas. The movie got released in 2016 and the songs of the movie went Viral all over the world. 4 Musics won many awards for the songs in Oppam, followed by the hits in VILLAIN 2017 again with Mohanlal and now in 2019 with 2 super
hits “ ITTIMANY MADE IN CHINA” with Mohanlal and BROTHERS DAY with the young superstar/Director Prithviraj Sukumaran. At the time of Juzt married the Music director given name was “THE FOUR” but during Oppam they changed the name from THE FOUR to “4 MUSICS”. Eldhose was in Saudi Arabia during the time of Oppam and by the
End of 2016 he joined back with the team in India, but Justin is still settled in New Zealand and the 4 Musics music journey continues.
